I joined Ken Mcl)ortalcl and several olhers who'd paddled across

froltl Rose Bay ancl we lteaclecl out into the chop towarcls a cove on
the eastenr side of North l-lead. There, in shelterecl waters
overlookect by Iush nal.ional park vegetation, l0 of us preparecl to
t ra irr

Ken announced tlre plan: we .woulcl pracl.ise rescues and maybe
later some rolls. I-lowever, the plan was flexible, he said, and if
allyone else had sotlre tltirrgs tlrey wanl.ed to practice, sucI as basic
paddle strokes, he was happy to accornrnodate. well, yes, some of us
did want to get down to basics, e.g. Irow to hold a paddle properly or
horv to wield a pen to sign a cheque for a new kayak, ancl so on.

They only
pretend to look at other people's kayaks; secretly they've got eyes

for only their own. Even if they're talking to someone, they shoot

quick glances towards their craft.

After we'd finishetl mentally groping our boats, Ken gave some

instruction on how to roll. Ever since I had rolling lessons in a

swimrning pool I've lrad an aversiotr to this form of self-inflicted
water-torturc. 'l'herc ilre fcw things worse tlran having salt water
forced up your rrose while hangirrg upsitle dowrr. It Look me a rnonth
to get all the wal.er out of nry head after that pool session. So it was

with sonre trepidation that I volunteered to be first victim on this
occasion.
